Author agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Publisher, the University of
North Texas (“UNT”), the University of North Texas System (“System”), as well as Publisher’s and
the System’s Board of Regents, officers, employees, agents, students, successors, licensees, and
assigns, and any seller of the Contribution or Work, against any claims, demands, suits, losses,
liabilities, and costs, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees and amounts paid in settlement, arising
out of or connected in any way with the publication or sale of the Contribution or any alleged breach
of the terms or conditions of this Agreement by Author, including but not limited to any breach of
warranty.

REMUNERATION. In consideration for entering into this Agreement, Publisher shall provide to
Author as total remuneration to be received, one free copy of the Work containing the Contribution.
Author may purchase additional copies of the Work by direct order to the Publisher at a discount of 40
percent from the then-prevailing list price. It is understood and agreed that Author shall not be entitled
to and shall not make any claim for any royalties or any remuneration other than as set forth herein in
regard to the publication of the Contribution.
